While working for Extension, Whittington and her
husband got away to Florida often to relax, sometimes
just for the weekend. “That’s the place we could really
get the bear off our back,” she noted. They’ve been
back several times since she retired and also to Tucson
and Denver to two of their children and their families.
They also travel Arkansas, finding new places to fish
and canoe.
