WHO: The contest is open to all 4-H members ages 9-19.

WHAT: Posters can be horizontal or vertical and can be created using any of the
following mediums — ink, crayon, acrylic, charcoal, colored pencil, collage or
digital.

Posters should only contain original creations. Please refrain from using any
copyrighted material.

APPLICATION: Posters will be submitted digitally. A link will be shared for uploading the
digital poster or photo of the poster. A document containing the 4-H member’s
name, age, county, full address and brief interpretation of art work should be
uploaded with the entry.

AWARDS: One poster per 4-H member will be accepted. Five junior winners (ages 9-
13) & five senior winners (ages 14-19) will be selected and will receive a
certificate, which will be presented at the District 4-H O-Rama’s in June. The
list of themes for each year will be announced in January.

DEADLINE: Posters and document containing poster information should be uploaded by
the first business day in May.
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
