used to form part of a business plan. The guide
also contains contact information for Arkansas

government licensing offices and business resource
agencies. It is available in English and Spanish.

Business Owner’s Records Portfolio:
A Handbook for Entrepreneurs
(MP498)

The portfolio is a three-ring binder filled with
tabbed sheet protectors that are labeled to show the
contents of each pocket. It is a portable record
keeping system that can be used to store receipts,
applications, etc, in the sheet protectors and label the
contents on the outside. The binder also contains a
yearly calendar and business card protector pages to
assist in organizing and scheduling business activities.

These resources are meant to assist entrepreneurs
in starting or expanding their business and identify
other agencies and organizations that provide
assistance to entrepreneurs.
